Craig McKee Weaver of Hayden died Oct 15, 2000 at Sunset Manor Nursing Home in Brush.  He was 73.

Craig was born April 24, 1927 in Orange, NJ to James S. and Margaret (Craig) Weaver. He married Shirley Evanger June 7, 1952. He later divorced and married Mona Starbuck on Feb. 17, 1963.
