OBITUARY

Emile Eugene Heck (Craig, G-6)

Emile Eugene Heck of Bank Street, at one time a well-known druggist, died Wednesday in De Land, Florida. Mr. Heck came to Pittsburgh forty years ago and established a pharmacy in old Allegheny City. A number of years later he sold that established and reentered the business in Smithfield street and Liberty avenue. Several years later Mr. Heck moved his place of business to Sixth street and Liberty avenue, where he remained many years. He retired from business when the building which he occupied was purchased as part of the present site occupied by the Rosenbaum Company. During the last twenty years Mr. Heck had resided in Sewickley, where he was a member of the First United Presbyterian Church.  Besides his widow, Mrs. Daisie Staunton Craig, two brothers and a sister survive.

In October Mr. and Mrs. Heck left Sewickley for Hot Springs, Arkansas, spending a few weeks there, and early in December they went to De Land, Florida, intending to spend the winter in that section, but were called back to Pittsburgh by the serious illness of Mrs. Heck's brother, Attorney Edward Craig, and on January third they left for DeLand, accompanied by Percy Craig and daughter, of New Castle, and Pressly Craig, of Sewickley. The entire party will arrive in Sewickley this morning and the funeral will be held in the First Presbyterian Church at three o'clock this afternoon. Dr. J. C. Hamilton will conduct the services.
