George L. Craig, Jr., a business and community leader, died in his Sewickley Heights home on March 10.

Mr. Craig was a retired vice-president and director of Chartiers Oil Company and a director of Freedom Oil.

He graduated from Lawrenceville School, New Jersey and Princeton, class of 1921. Local organizations that he served included Sewickley Cemetery Board, and Staunton Farm Corp., a charitable foundation of which he was president.

At his alma mater, Mr. Craig helped in establishing the Class of 1921 Bicentennial Chair in History of American Law and Liberty. He built and furnished the Director's Suite of Princeton as a memorial to his classmate Henry Clay Irons.

He provided outstanding assistance to the University School of Architecture and his gift of paintings added much to the university art museum, critics said. Mr. Craig maintained an interest in athletics and an avocation as a golfer.

He was member of St. Andrew's Presbyterian Church, Allegheny Country Club, Duquesne Club and Rolling Rock Club.

Surviving are his wife, Kathleen Casey Craig, two daughters, May Lee Craig of Sewickley Heights and Kathleen Knight of Greenwich, Conn. and four grandchildren.

Friends were received at his residence, Lane's End, Sewickley Heights, on March 12. Services were held in St. Andrews Presbyterian Church on March 13. Burial was in Sewickley Cemetery.
